The cases, in which Hashab trees are cut by farraegs decreased prices,
and expanding plantation for other crops, thdeatible income more than
producing gum.
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GAC faces competitive problems in the world markehich lead to
decreasing production internally.

The most important recommendations ar®kows:
Sufficient fund raising, through different financimstitutions, as banks
portfolio, and banks association, with a plan addpby the government,
targeting small producers.
Obligate Gum Arabic companies, to take part in aocesponsibility
according to priorities of the producers.

Developing production methods and supporting meseaenters and Gum
Arabic companies can take the initiative.

Necessary attention should be given to cooperacieties of gum Arabic
producers and should be activated, to overcome lgrab of financing,
marketing and production.
