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Abstract

This study was carried out to evalute the impact of the
settlements programme implemented by the former Western
Savannah Development Corporation (administrated now by the
Ministry of Agriculture — South Dar fur state) The main objectives of
the study were to find out to what extend the objectives of the
settlements programmes have been achieved, mainly, establishing
stable and sustainable farming system, increase total production for
family farms, reducing disputes between farmers and the others and
finally provision of water and basic educational services.

For this purpose descriptive survey approach was implemented .
Primary data were secured , 80 respondents out of 320 farmers, were
randomly selected as a sample. Independent variables were |,

allocation of 72 Feddan per family, application of four course fallow
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rotation, plantation of hashab seedlings and provision of drinking
water and basic education were taken with the dependant variables
which were agricultural sustainability, increasing productivity, and
reducing disputes between farmers and others (Nomads)

Statistical package for social science (SPSS) was used for data
analysis, using the percentage and chi-square test.

The study revealed that:

- Stable and sustainable farming system were achieved

- The great majorty of the respondents agreed that their
farm productivity were increased

- The great majorty of the respondents agreed that disputes
between farmers and others (Nomads) dute to water and
pasture within the settlement were reduced

- Hashab plantation on the exhausted fallow has no
influence in achieving stable and sustainable farming
system.

- Provision of drinking water and basic educational
services strongly lead to achieved stable and sustainable
farming system.

Chi-squre test showed no response as all relations between

variables were constant .

Therefore, the study based on its findings recommends the

following:

e Introduction of the settlement programme to
new similar areas.

e Adopting agricultural extension approaches
as a main method in implementing

settlements programmes.
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e Promoting and encouraging women
development activities.
e Provision of other important social services
(e.g. health cares, cooperatives, training
...etc;
The auther recommends that the impact of settlements on
neighboring societes to be studied as afurther reseach

activity .
