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The Heading of the Thesis is on the State of Affairs of the Arabic Language in the
Arabic Islamic Schools in Sri Lanka. The Final Year Students in the present
Islamic Movements schools conducted in Sri Lanka has been taken as an example
for this research study.

The matter for the reformation of the Educational program in the Islamic
Institutions in general and the Islamic Religious Schools in particular has attracted
muchthe Researcher’s attention from a very long period of time. In the same way,
it has attracted the Researcher to explore deep into the teaching of Arabic Language
and the Methods adopted in its implementation to a very great extent. As such, the
Researcher feels the necessity for a descriptive and analytical study of the state of
affairs of the Arabic language and its Teaching Methods. For this purpose, he has
selected five (05) Model Schools of the Islamic Movements in Sri Lanka, as an
example to conduct this research.

The main Objectives of this research is to discover the status of the Arabic
Language in these Institutions, through the present curriculum in force, which
includes the Objective, the Contents, the Teaching means and Methods; the
Evaluation Techniques and the atmosphere of the schools. This will help to
improve the process of the Arabic language teaching in these Educational
Institutions.

Methods of the language in the Islamic Arabic Schools.

The Results derived by the Researcher by considering the Thesis are as
follows:-

skills. In Listen& Speech skills there are some shortcomings.



02. The Modern Arabic Equipments are lacking and not available in these Islamic
Arabic schools. Due to lack of these Modern Equiptments to teach, good
performance is lost.

03. Most of the Arabic schools in Sri Lanka follow the Teaching Method of
Reading and Trasnslation.
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
