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Abstract

This research deals with forecasting and estimates the value exports in
Sudan and knowledge of the factors affecting the Sudanese exports, using
multiple regressions for the period from (1980-2011m).

The most study problem in the deterioration witnessed in Sudan
in the field of exports, which led to a deficit in the trade balance and the
instability of the exchange rate.

The study also aimed to clarify the statement and contribution of
exports to national income and economic growth in Sudan.

Where the importance of the study of the role exports play in
economic growth rates and also the importance of this study through the
application of multiple regression to estimate the best hash it can be used
in the process of forecasting model.

The hypotheses were that there is a direct correlation statistically
significant between monetary supply and exports and the existence of
inverse relationship statistically significant differences between the
exchange rate and exports and the existence of a relationship direct
correlation statistically significant between investment and export volume
and the existence of a relationship direct correlation are significant
between openness with the outside world and the volume of exports.
Follow the researcher in this study, the descriptive analytical method and
econometric approach to measure the relationship between variables. And
using inthe measure analysis the (eviews programme) .

The most important findings of the research, there is a direct
correlation statistically significant between monetary supply and exports
and the existence of inverse relationship statistically significant
differences between the exchange rate, exports and the existence of a
relationship direct correlation statistically significant between investment
and export volume and the a direct correlation relationship statistically
significant between openness with the outside world rate, the size of
exports and that the best represent hash exports in Sudan is the function
of multiple linear.

The mostimportantrecommendations of the study was to focus on
increasing production in the real sector, especially in the field of
agriculture and the expansion of the size of explorations in minerals, oil
sector, work to create a global economic relations, activating the role of
Sudan in regional economic blocs and work to lift economic sanctions
from Sudan, so that he can open up to the outside world.
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
