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Abstract

- The activities of the non-governmental Organizations
(N.G.O’s) Considered as a support for governmental activities in rural
development but not as substitute for that.

- This research has discussed the role of the N.G.O’s on
rural development with special emphasis on the role of Plan-
International in rural development at Ed’Duweim area of the White
Nile State.

This research aimed at exploring the significance of the
organization in the application of “Development through
Participation” approach. The research aimed also at highlighting the
proper recommendations on organizing and managing of voluntary
work in the country.

The research assumed that whenever the target community
participation in the organization projects increased, the work of the
organization will be successful and be more reliable. This assumption
has been documented in this research, on the other hand, the research
has also assumed that the organization’s projects had negative effects
on the traditions of inhabitants, and hence lead to weaknesses on
socio-economic build up of the community, but this assumption was
not true according to the results obtained.

The results obtained from the research confirmed that the
N.G.O’s, among which Plan-International, played significant role in
rural development. Plan—International has succeeded in the application
of “Development through participation” approach, and this has lead to

positive changes in the life style in the research area.



The results also revealed that the importance of the role played
by the government in abrazing the activities of the governmental
corporations associated with voluntary work through law and recent
data that help organizations in their work. On the other hand, the
N.G.O’s have to develop their work programs to be more inclusive and
integrated via activities between them.

The results also revealed that the voluntary organizations
whether they are national or international considered as assistant and
partner with the government in initiation of rural development.

The international voluntary organizations suffer of the
unconfident view of the government, the large management budget
and most of these organizations based it’s work on relief more than

development.
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
