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Abstract



The study tackled the User of Zakat in financing small projects and its role in
alleviatingpoverty in theBlue Nile State, through its role in improving the
beneficiary status, where the study aimed to stand on the role of small
projectsfinancing throughzakat in alleviatingpoverty in theBlue Nile State, and to
assess the role of the secretariat of Zakat Chamber in the state infinancing the
small projects, which represented in delivering the means of production for the
weak people , the problems and obstacles that embedding their performance
development, and one of its objectives is also to uncover the affectivity of Zakat
through the small projects in alleviating poverty and to take part in finding the
appropriate solutions to the problems that facing the small projects financing
through Zakat in the state .

The study followed the historical, the descriptive and the Statistical method
which is based on the field survey through a sample of households that owner
small projects from the Zakat Chamber to uncover the extent of these households
benefiting from the Zakat funding of these projects.

The study depended on the questionnaire and the primary sources for collecting
data as well as the secondary sources which represented in references
periodicals, researches and internet websites.

The study reached to several results, most important of them, that the role of the
user of Zakat small projects financing in alleviating poverty in the Blue Nile State is
weak, that many of the projects financed by the Zakat Chamber in the state were
not subjected to the accurate feasibility studies, that the Zakat Chamber has a
limited role in the follow-up projects that financed by it, and that the size of
beneficiary families does not match with the project size.

The study recommends to raise the cost of funding project with taking into
account the appropriate of the beneficiary family size and the projectsize, to train
the beneficiaries by organizing accompanied training courses to raise their skills
till the project can raise its success rate, to transfer the project from the
traditional stage to the modernity by providing projects that can keep pace with
the development in the society, and to educate the beneficiary of the necessity of
the development of the project till it can achieve the objective of its
establishment , which is the alleviation of the poverty .
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
