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Abstract:

The Study was tackled the localization of wheat and role in achieving
food security in the Sudan during the period (1991-2013), and consisted
study the problem of the decline in wheat production during the period
(1993-2013m), and insufficient to meet the needs of the country, making
the country imports large quantities to cover the gap between the need the
actual production, and do not realize what came in the policies, programs
and plans, and Sudan can not contribute to the achievement of food

security and self, and regional and global wheat.

The most important objectives in the study: Identify the programs,
policies and strategies for economic and agricultural state to resettle
wheat, the most important hypotheses in: a widening gap between the
quantity produced and consumed quantity of wheat significantly.

The study followed the historical method in addition to the statistical
methodology and analytical and descriptive, and econometric approach,
and relied on secondary sources, which were represented in the reference
books and magazines related to annual reports, as well as primary
sources, which consisted of personal interviews with some officials in the
country and specialists in wheat. The business model for the resettlement
of wheat and food security in Sudan, was estimated by the following
functions: production function - a function consumption- import function
- Data was analyzed by the E-Views program.



The study concludes the following results:

1- weakness of the policies and programs of resettlement of wheat
and food security in the country and instability, leading to weak wheat
production in Sudan and lack of food security from him, especially
programmatic green crowd Agricultural Renaissance (2006-2011) m.

2- The increase in the volume of wheat finance one unit led to increase
wheat production worth (B) (0.000262), so as to optimize the use of
funding.

3-  The increase in wheat production by one unit resulted in increased
total consumption at a rate (0.728530), and this is consistent with the
logic of economic theory.

4- The steady increase in the numbers of the population, led to the
import of a commodity wheat to increase the value (2.946), so as to meet
the growing demand for the commodity wheat.

The study concludes a number of recommendations, including:

1- agricultural policies, strategies and programs for food security and
development, and giving special policies and programs for the cultivation
of wheat priority. And the issuance of a policy to settle the seed industry
of improved varieties, fertilizers, pesticides, agricultural machinery and
supporting locally produced programs, that the policy is aimed at
achieving self-sufficiency in seeds 0

2- the provision of adequate funding in a timely manner, and to facilitate
the procedures obtained by farmers with the establishment of a funding
wheat input box, and also to be supplied inputs of fertilizers, chemicals
and seeds of improved mechanisms accurate follow-up on the part of
workers field and farmers for each agricultural operations.
