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Abstract

The study aimed to investigate the attitudes of the mathematical
subject teachers, at basic instructional level, in eastern sector, at the Nile
east locality, towards usage the instructional devices, and their knowledge
about the importance of these devices, and to what extend their reality
usage, and to know the challenges, that face their usage effectively in
teaching.
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The descriptive method was basically used in this research, for the
suitability to the study. The questionnaire was used as a basic tool for
collecting the data, and the information's.

The population of the study, were the mathematical teachers, at
basic instructional level, at eastern sector, in the Nile east locality, whom
their number were 280 teachers. Nine schools of each boys and girls, had
been selected as study sample, which contains 140 teachers.

The researcher used the suitable statistical methods, where he came
out with the following results :

There are positive attitudes, for the mathematical subject teachers,
at basic instructional level, at eastern sector schools, in the Nile east
locality, towards the usage of instructional devices in teaching.

Teachers of mathematical subject, at basic instructional level, at
eastern sector, in the Nile east locality, had the scientific knowledge , for
selecting the instructional devices, and trying their usage sometimes in
teaching.

There were various problems, that face, the mathematical subject
teachers, to use the instructional devices in teaching.

The study recommended with, the importance of the availability of
the instructional devices, in the schools, and to train teachers of
mathematics, for the usage of instructional devices in teaching, and to
improve the instructional environment, that suite the instructional devices
usage.
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
