The problem of the study is the
effect of changing the exchange rate on agricultural exports. The study derives its
Importance from the importance of the exchange rate and agricultural exports. The
study borrowed the existence of a strong relationship between drainage and
agricultural exports. The study found a number of results, the most important of
which is that the exchange rate affects by 85% on agricultural exports during the
study period and affects animal and plant exports by 89%. The study concluded that
there is a significant exchange effect on agricultural exports and that this is a strong
deteriorating relationship between the price of agricultural exports. And animal and
vegetable exports. As the exchange rate increases by one unit, agricultural exports
increase by (8.19), animal and vegetable exports increase by (2,091) and (3059)
respectively, that is, whenever the exchange rate increases by one unit, the
percentage of animal and household exports increases by (2.91%). ), ((3.59%) on
the random, and the study also found that there is an increase in the exports curve as
a result of the increase in the value of exports, and this is an indication that the high
exchange rate encourages an increase in exports during specific years. As well as
controlling the exchange market by increasing exports, and also working to
achieve machine inflation rates.
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
