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The dairy sector is considered one of the most important sectors of agriculture that
works on bridging the gap between raw production and consumer demand for the
final product in addition to the advantages of investment in this area. This study
was conducted in Khartoum State, Khartoum Locality, with the aim of studying the
costs and returns from milk to determine average costs, average returns and profit
margins. In addition to studying the social characteristics of the study community.
The research relied on primary data obtained by means of a questionnaire prepared
for this purpose, distributed by an intentional sample in the Shambat area, and the
study followed the descriptive and analytical approach through statistical indicators
and measures that serve the research objectives. The results showed that the
highest percentage of those who obtained secondary education reached (36%). The
largest enterprise ownership was in private ownership at a rate of (56%), and she
indicated that the age group (20-35) is the most active in the activity at a rate of
(66%). The employees who work in the field are the most practicing of this activity
with a percentage of (37%). In addition, the average daily cost amounted to (5450
pounds). The fodder accounted for the largest percentage of the daily costs by
more than (36%), in addition to the cost of transportation, which amounted to
(27.5%) of the total daily costs. The study suggested setting future plans to address
problems and pay attention to the level of services, intensify extension programs
for producers, provide and develop channels for capital, manpower, infrastructure,
marketing, and provide oversight over establishments and breeding farms. The
average income of the farm per day for cows at the farm gate is 11,580 pounds /
day from selling milk. The total daily income reached 12,220 pounds for the day.
The study recommends paying attention to producers, especially small producers,
through training and mission units, technology transfer, and the provision of health
and veterinary care.
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
