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Abstract

This study aims to discover the extent to which the
curriculum could participate in achieving the expected
educational goals of the arts and linguistics studies for the
third year secondary, and to acknowledge the teaching
techniques, visual aids, teaching activities for teaching the
textbook, and the suitability of the adopted evaluating method
for diagnosing the points of strength, to be reinforced, or the
weakness to be remedied, so as to improve and develop the
curriculum.

The study is confined to the supervisors and teachers of
Arabic language in Khartoum and Jabal aulia localities. Thus,
the researcher uses descriptive and questionnaire for
collecting data, and analyzing it through several statistical
approaches.

The researcher attains the following findings:

1. The objectives of the curriculum meet the educational

goals, but they aren't expressed clearly and procedurally

2. The scientific content of the textbook doesn't include

issues related to the attention.

3. The content develops accurate thinking and criticism

competence.

4. Discussion is the best method for teaching the material.
Based on the previous findings, the researcher proposes a
number of recommendations and suggestions, which enrich the
scientific study in building curriculum as a whole, and fulfilling

the areas, which need more focusing in particular.
The recommendations are:
1- The objectives should be scientific, explicitly stated and
match the educational goals.
2- Teachers should be acquainted with modern teaching
methods, which help to deliver the lessons.
3- In-class and outdoors activities, which appear in the
textbook, are important.
4- The textbook should be produce in the image that attracts
and excites the learners.
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
