The analysis of the Arabic literature text-book for the
third class secondary school and to what extent the

achievement tests reflect the aims and intentions of
teaching Arabic literature
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Abstract

This study is about the analysis of the Arabic literature text-
book designed for the 3™ year Sudanese Secondary School. The
study aims to analyze the Arabic literature text-book with
respect to the aims, goals and intentions of teaching Arabic

literature.

The theoretical aspect of the research discusses the
general concept of the Arabic literature, its different definitions,
terminologies, its development trends and the fields that it
covers namely: poetry, narrations and speeches. The position of
the Arabic literature as part of the Arabic language curriculum in
the secondary school was identified and the content of the
Arabic literature text-book was exposed to a detailed analysis
dealt with the aims objectives and the educational and social
values that are encompasses in each lesson to be diffused to the

learners.

The methodology of the study was composed of the
content analysis for the qualitative analysis of the content of the
text-book followed by the descriptive analytical approach to
answer the main question of the research: to what extent the
achievements exams reply to the stated goals and intentions of
teaching Arabic literature.

The research sample was composed of fourteen lessons
selected randomly from the Arabic literature text-book of 3™
grade Secondary School. The selected lessons had been
submitted to twenty Secondary school teachers specialized in



teaching Arabic language. Every teacher was requested to
design an exam. Covering those lessons perfectly. Those exams
questions had been systematically tabulated in a unified list and
introduced to highly expert twenty staff members specialized in
education selected from three different universities, who were
requested kindly to categorize those questions according to
Blooms taxonomy of behavioral objectives.

Counting, percentages, means and standard deviations
were used for the presentation and discussions of the data while
(t) test was applied to examine the stated research hypothesis.

The study reveals that the objective tests that
accompanied the lessons of the literature text-book examine
and reinforce higher level intellectual abilities such as analysis,
deduction induction, evaluation and expression of opinions
which are more closely to the stated goals and intentions of
teaching Arabic literature rather than the questions of the exams
of the Arabic language teachers. In contrast the study confirmed
that the questions of the exams of the Arabic language teachers
are likely directed to test students’ abilities of remembering and
retrieving of information, application and to some extent
analysis. In this aspect no significant differences can be
observed whether the collated data is analyzed by years of
experience or male and female variable, except that the female
teacher are more likely to test students abilities at the
application and analysis level.

Chapter five offer summaries of the main findings of the
study and provides a number of specific suggestions to improve
method of evaluating students’ achievements in Arabic literature
