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Abstract

This study aimed at evaluating the efficiency of the teacher
training programmed for basic schools' teachers in the Sudanese
colleges of education, and the extent to which this programmed is
appropriate to basic schools' teachers.
The field study was based on the 4™ year students Point of View
and the academic staff from both University of Khartoum and
Sudan University of Science and Technology. However, the
researcher adopted the descriptive method in order to realized the
aim of the study. The study Sample consists of (4) academics staff,
two from each university, a sample of (78) students drawn from
college of education, basic level, University of Khartoum and (42)
participants from Sudan University.
In order to achieve the objective of the field study, two research
tools have been designed, firstly, a questionnaire which consisted
of. Secondly, personal interview that consisted of five questions
that are in line with the research questions, the questionnaires are
administered to the academic staff from the above-mentioned
universities.
The statistical package for social sciences (SPSS) has been
adopted for processing the research data by using the frequencies,
percentages, arithmetic mean and standard diversion.
The study has come up with the following results:
1/ colleges of education have no role to play in the admission of
student teachers but the Ministry of Higher Education and the
Admission Office are responsible for the admission of students to
colleges of education.
2/ the syllabus content is not up to the required objectives simply
because the out put does not meet the required standard.
3/ the colleges of education have a vital role to play in promoting
the professional and academic competence of the basic level
teachers.
4/ the time accorded for teaching practice is not sufficient in terms
of the time to be spent by a supervisor of student teacher and the
number of supervision visits during the period of teaching
practice.
5/ the training environment is conducive in terms of buildings,
libraries, laboratories the space accorded for various activities,



lecture rooms are not well-equipped and services as a whole are
poor such as students' seating, electricity and running water.
Important recommendations

1/ when the admitted students to under graduate study passed the
comprehensive admission tests this contributes in measuring the
language, mental and behavioral abilities. And this should be done
by the colleges of education.

2/ new syllabuses should be adopted such as the Arabic
calligraphy, computer design drawing on transparent paper and
basic education syllabus should be studied.

3/ modern technological teaching aids should be provided and the
academic staff should be trained on how to use them later in their
teaching.

4/ the evaluation of teacher training programme at the Sudanese
colleges of education should be continuous and should consider all
its components in order to improve it.
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
