Abstract



This study aimsto meet the needs of auditory disabled students from the

point view of the sign language teachers at Khartoum State. The researcher
adopted the descriptive and statistical methods, a questionnaire and interview were
used as tools for collecting data. The research sample comprises of (80) male and
female sign language teachers at Khartoum State and the sample for interview
were drawn from experts in the field of sign language and pronunciation and the
researcher has used the statistical package for social sciences (SPSS) and arrived at
the following results:

1.

The second Sudanese dictionary for sign language does not help the
students of special needs to do practical exercises.

. The second Sudanese dictionary for sign language does not equip the

students of special needs (audio) with skills of constructing and building
correct sentences.

The second Sudanese dictionary for sign language does not help students of
special needs to distinguish between grammatical rules.

The second language dictionary does not take into account various age-
groups.

The second language dictionary does not take into consideration the
environmental diversity in Sudan.

The second Sudanese sign language dictionary lacks the measurement for
educational skills.

Recommendations:

1.

Future studies should place more attention to the study of dictionary in
terms of promoting it and developing the syllabus of special needs students
(audio) taking into account the educational levels and individual
differences.

The international Islamic dictionaries should be made available, it should be
studied and training should be conducted on how to use it, taking into
account some slight differences.

The sign language should be processed and it should be an integral part of
the first section to enable students master the basic skills of learning.
Specialized training courses on sign language and speech should be
conducted at home and abroad for basic level leaders at first grade.

The deaf syllabus should be computerized to enable them resist loss of
memory and to cope up with the technological development and to teach
them sign language computer.
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
