This study aimed at knowing the role of the educational supervision in
improving the performance of the educational process & improving its educational
outputs, this is done by knowing the role of the educational supervision in
improving the performance of teacher & educational curriculums & working with
students.

The educational environment & the educational process outputs, according
to the educational supervisors of the high school principals' points of view.

The researcher, in this study, used the descriptive method to help him in the
study procedures, and information & data collection. The study community
consisted of all the public high schools principals with a number of (33) in the
academic term (1426 AH). The researcher selected a random sample that a
consisted of (25) principal with a percentage of (76%) of the total study
community of principals.
