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ABSTRACT

Listening is one of the most important language skills, and through our
experience in teaching French language in secondary schools and the
gifted student's schools we observed that those gifted students better
understand audio texts when accompanied by images and modern

technological aids.

The aim of this study is to show the effect of using modern technological
aids (such as: images, computers, and audio and videos devices) on the
comprehension of texts on JAFI, is the French language text book for

first level in secondary schools text listening.

To achieve this goal, we used the descriptive, statistical, analytical
approach via two listening tests to evaluate the students understanding of
two audio texts that had never been exposed before Images that help

understanding were used in the first test and none on second one.

The results indicate that the use of images has an impact specific on the
comprehension of audio texts. Thus, it has an impact on the skill of
understanding audio texts. The images increase the students’ ability to
recall the concepts and the new words. We also found that the use of
these aids helps the teachers to vary the teaching methods. Moreover it

makes the students more effective.

We recommend the necessity of well-equipped laboratories. Modern aids
and devices have to be made available as well as the usage of Somme
French language books as they include exercises that develop the
students’ listening skill. In addition, we recommend that the students

interest in French language should be well considered.
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
