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Abstract

This study aims at analyzing , evaluating and identifying whether
the objectives of the syllabus of the military science of the third year
secondary stage level conform with ton objectives of the Sudanese
education and the secondary school stage level in the Sudan and also to
identify whether the syllabus contents is consistent with the principles of
the curriculum development .The study population includes teachers and
inspectors of the subject of the military science and students of the third
year secondary K in both government and private schools for girls and

boys for the academic year 2005 — 2006 , Khartoum locality .



A questionnaire has been used to collect data from teachers ,
inspectors and students .Further ,the study has attempted to answer the
following questions :-

1- What are the strength and weakness aspects , of the syllabus
content of the military science of the third year the secondary ?

2- To what extent are the objectives of the subject in the syllabus ?

3- Does the syllabus consist of enough and varied drills and
activities which take into consideration the individual ability ?

4- Do the adopted teaching methods used in teaching the syllabus
lead to the students , understanding of the syllabus ?

5- Does the design of the syllabus assist students for self — learning

6- What are the problems facing the teaching of the military
science in the third year secondary ?

7- What is impact of teacher's non — familiarity with the subject
and his poor academic and professional training on teaching the subject

of the military science for the third year?

The study has employed the descriptive and analytical method
.Moreover , following discussion and analysis 3f the collected data , the
research revealed the following results :-

1- The objectives of the subject of the military science conform
with the general objectives of the Sudanese education and the
objectives of the secondary level stage .

2- The syllabus of the military science of the third year
demonstrates the general objectives , and the content of the
syllabus , achieves the set objectives .

3- Inflexibility of the teaching methods and prevalence of the
indoctrination approach .

4- The textbook lacks accuracy and illustration of maps , drawings

and diagrams .



5- The book is relatively produced in good shape .
