4- In the positive out look of the government towards the technical
education matches the real development needs .

The research concluded that:
1. There is a lock of expertise in planning in technical education

2. Basic knowledge and data on the actual needs of technical
oriented personal is not available .

3. There is a need for more impacts in obtaining highly qualified
skills.

4. A plan for routine training of the technical teachers to answer the
basic needs .

5. It was also found that there was no link between the developmental
plans and the number and diversity of qualifications needed .



This indicate lack of coordination between the technical education
institutions and the industrial sectors .inspect of fact that the technical
education 1in the Sudan is more recent compared with most of the
developing countries a further set back was inflicted by the convention
of most institutions to technical colleges and to universities , this has a
decline in the number of qualified teachers for lower levels .
