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Abstract

This studyis entitled: (Arab Satellite and its Role in Improvement of
the television news Space channels Services -Applied Study on
Sudanese space Tv channel Ashoroog 2008 --2009.) The idea of the
research was generated in the mind of the researcher ;that achieving
success and excellence in any satellite channel ,does not depend only on
age and experience, but there are other reasons which explain ; why some
recent channels excel old ones and precede with a distance of years ,
this difference — according to the researcher - lies in the exploitation and
optimum use of space broadcast technology in certain fields ,thus the
researcher selected an area of the problem, which is the lack of full
exploitation of Ashoroog channel to the available technology in the field
of World news, despite its clear success in the field of local news.

The researcherused the descriptive method to extract results through data
collection, organization and analysis, the tools used for data collection are;
questionnaire, observation, references and books. The community of study
included the staff who work in the field of 'Producing news in Ashoroog
Sudanese space channel, from the holders of Intermediate Diploma and
above , in addition to another sample of other media experts working in
Sudanese media institutions, and Sudanese media professors in universities.
After that the researcher concluded with the following results:

1 - communicative role of the Arab satellite (Arab sat) is to send World

News for the Arab States, and news of Arab States to the world, and the
achievement of sovereignty to the Arabs in the area of communication.
2 - Problems of the Arab satellite (4rabs at) communication, lies are the
limited size of the geographical coverage of the satellite, poor protection

of broadcasting, and the high cost of participation.

3 -The role ofthe Arabic satellite in developing news service in Ashoroog

channel is the immediate and direct transfer of news, and wide coverage
of events athome and abroad, which increased the diversity of news sources
4 — Integration of Ashoroog channel with (4rab sat) satellite transmission
was done through a network of local correspondents.

5 - The aim of the broadcast of Ashoroog channel through the two Arab
satellites (Arab sat and Nile sat) is to increase the size of the geographical
area covered by the broadcast channel.

6 - The channel was able to employ the capabilities the two Arab satellites
(Arab sat and Nile sat) in the field of internal Sudanese news by 53.1%.

7 — The form of program that the channel has benefited from the Arab
satellite is news programs.

Based on these results, the researcher made some recommendations,

including:

1-The need to increase the coverage of Arabic area through cooperation



between traditional Arabic satellites (Arab sat and Nile sat) and those
newly emerged into existence, such as Qatar satellite (Suhale) and the
UAE (Yah sat) and other projects of Arab satellites, and that through
distribution of communicative tasks performed by each satellite unit ,
which will lead on the whole to increase the area of Arabsatellite broadcasting,
whether through placing in special orbits to enable them to perform this
task, or any other technical procedures.

2 - Devising efficient procedures and techniques with high efficiency to
reduce penetrations suffered by the two Arab satellites (4rab sat and Nile sat)
which jam them from time to time, especially in big international events.
3-To grant membership in the Arab Satellite to non-governmental channels
organizations which are committed and supportive to media message of
Arab and Muslim world.

4 - To assume the task of planning at various levels in Arab satellite by
Arab media experts.

5 -To activate the exchange of media competencies between Arab satellite
channels- governmental and private, to share experiences , insights, ideas
and dissolving some of the political sensitivities that appear from time to
time and to support the confidence of the Arabregimes towards these channels.
6 - To develop unprecedented methods in news in handling and to display
unique character of the channel.

7 — After the success of Arab cadres in the provision of news programs,
I suggest to try quality talented cadres of non-Arabic speakers i.e. Africans
and Asians who have studied media in Sudanese and other Arab universities,
to provide quality programs with different flavor derived from their cultures
and characteristics and consistent with the values of Sudanese Muslim society.
8 — To adopt the experience of integrated and comprehensive media cadre
who is specialized in different professions.
