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Abstract

Study Title: (Designing a Suggested Curriculum for Art
Education in the Lower Basic Stage in the Light of
(Instructional Goals

The study aimed at designing a curriculum for art education in
the lower basic stage (The first, second, and third graders) in the
light of instructional goals in Gaza governorate. In order to
achieve this end, the researcher addresses the problem in the
following major question:

- What are the elements contributing in designing the suggested
curriculum for art education in the lower basic stage in the light
of instructional goals?

The following minor questions emanate from the above major
question:

- What are the goals contributing in designing the suggested
curriculum for art education in the lower basic stage?

- What is the content contributing in designing the suggested
curriculum for art education in the lower basic stage?

- What are the instructional activities contributing in designing
the suggested curriculum for art education in the lower basic
stage?

- What are the methods and media contributing in designing the
suggested curriculum for art education in the lower basic stage?
- What are the evaluation techniques contributing in designing
the suggested curriculum for art education in the lower basic
stage?

- What is the effect of teaching suggested unit for Art Education
curriculum for their getting according media skills and
divections.
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Hypothesis:

There are no statistically significant differences between

the mean of the results of the experimental group and that of their
counterparts in the control group.

In order to answer the study questions, the researcher adopted both
the descriptive analytical approach, and the experimental approach.
Moreover, the researcher sought help in the following steps:

He visited some schools to identify the reality of art education.
He made a survey for the instructional goals by conducting a
workshop and a seminar to reach the principles guiding the
elements of the suggested curriculum.

He, also, studied thoroughly the related literature, and then he
constructed the questionnaire for the suggested curriculum and
administered it to made and female teachers of art education
after making sure of its validity and reliability. The number of
teachers was 123 forms both male and female. The
questionnaire surveyed the sample's opinions concerning the
suggested curriculum and its suitability to the pupils' age and
nature.

The administration of the questionnaire analysis and interpretation
of its results revealed the following:

Emphasizing the importance of goals referring to the elements
of artistic work such as: handwriting, color, forms, mass and
touch and their relation with the content. Also, their suitability
to pupils' nature and abilities.

Emphasizing the importance of methods and instructional
media suitable to the pupils' nature and abilities and their
ability to catch up with age and their relevance to other
elements of the curriculum.

Emphasizing the suggested evaluation techniques suitable to
the pupils' nature and abilities and their relevance to the other
elements of the curriculum especially the goals.

As for the hypothesis of the experimental part of the study, the
researcher experimented one unit of the suggested curriculum. The
result revealed the existence of statistically significant difference in

favor of the experimental group, which studied an education by
using this suggested unit. This statistical significance highlights the
validity and effectiveness of the suggested curriculum.

In the light of the study results, the researcher recommended the
following:
- Goals must be made suitable to the pupils' nature, abilities and
characteristics.
- The content must be closely related to the goals and the reality
of the Palestinian society.
- Taking care of manual artistic activities, which express the
pupils' need.
- Taking care of the various methods and media conforming to
modern trends.
- Taking care of techniques of self evaluation.
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
