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The study abstract

This study aimed to evaluate the teaching of art education at
primary education level in the District of Holy Makkah in the
kingdom of Saudi Arabia.

The study tried to answer the following questions:
To what extent are art education goals achieved in primary
education in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia.
What are the teaching methods which are used by art
education teachers at the primary education.
Are there enough art education activities to achieve the
requirements of the subject.
What are the main difficulties which face art education
teachers at primary education.

The study consisted of five chapters. The descriptive analytical
method was followed and the tools sued for data collection are:
observation, interview, and question naive.
The study achieved the following results:
The goals of art education are obvious for teachers and they are
suing the content which they think is suitable to achieve then,
and which may not do so.
Art education teachers lack training (both presevice and in
service).
Evaluation methods used to evaluate student's standard: at art
education does not help to achieve the subject's goals and to
upgrade student's standards.
There are difficulties which affect upon art education at the
primary education, some of them are:
The time allocated for art education is not enough to cover it
requirements.
Art education periods in — in the time table — are (at most of the
schools) used for teaching other subjects.
Art education receives less care than other subjects.

To cure the shortcomings of art education at primary education
level to improve student's standards at the subject the study
recommends that:
Art education goals should be specified to the extent which
make it possible to evaluate them.
The content of the subject should be suitable for students age.
More specialized teachers are to be appointed to cover the
shortage in art education teachers.
Art education teachers should receive in-service training.
Different evaluation methods should be used to evaluate
student's standards.
Suitable materials and tolls for the subject must be available in
all schools.
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
