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Abstract

This research has discussed the topic of inability of the roads to keep
pace with urban growth in Sudan (Omdurman as a Case study). the
study has begun with a general introduction of which has been the
problem, show the importance, objectives and the questions raised in
this study. In addition to identifying methodology (determinants), the
structure of the study. and then exposure to the historical background of
transport since ancient times and transport before the twentieth century
and after the twentieth century, and exposure to the historical
development of roads and a literature review of research and theoretical
content by addressing the concept of planning roads within cities,
standards and priorities and design considerations of roads and the
problems that led inability to keep up with ways for urban growth and its
causes and implications.

Were reviewed previous studies and experience of international
and national roads within the cities, and analyzing and comparing the
current situation of those roads with the ones at the study area, so as to
try to take advantage of these experiences in finding solutions to the
current problems and suggestions of the roads. To take advantage of
the findings of this study concerning the determination of the main
reasons that led to the inability of roads to keep pace with urban growth
due to the worsening problems of the roads within the city, and the most
important obstacles that limit the activation and improve the services
sector roads inside the cities in Sudan. And knowledge of the current
situation of the reality of the roads within the study area with the review
and analysis of the current situation through choosing of three street
(main street - a sub-street - a local street).

Been doing a field study to extrapolate the opinions and suggestions
and directions of the population and officials are involved in the sector
roads within the city. The section ends with a summary of the most
important findings of the study. This section deals with the
methodological framework for the study of the field in terms of the
identification of the scientific method used in the study, and the study
sample and the community, and the tool used to collect data, and
methods of statistical analysis used. Then view and analyze research
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data descriptive analysis and a posteriori analysis using statistical
methods that are commensurate with the nature of this study and its
methodology.

The study concluded and put into a futuristic vision after the drafting of
some of the solutions, means to overcome these obstacles to the
advancement of the level of services the roads sector inside the cities in
Sudan in general and in particular the study area. Then propose
solutions and real-time progress and long-term to reduce the worsening
problems of roads in the cities and those solutions are an example for
the rest of the cities of Sudan. And finally been put recommendations of
the study.
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
