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Abstract

The Researcher determined this research problem from the reality

The Research aimed at comparing between using the traditional

what extent will the students act with these lessons, finally,
investigating the computers & internet network role in developing arts
syllabus and introducing artistic information and facts in different way.

The Researcher used the experimental approach as it is suitable for
the issues Pertaining to the study as for analysis, investigation and the
using tools like: pre- and post tests, observation and interviews with art
teachers and teachers from different specializations. also, the
researcher used a CD that contained arts lessons for the second year of
secondary stage for the experiment. The lessons were presented
through a projector.

The Researcher used SPSS program to analyze and evaluate the
tested.

The Research consisted of five chapters, it started with general
fame, theoretical frame and the related work, the research procedures
were then discussed, finally it ended with some findings and
recommendations.

The most important finding of this study:

1- Teachers has positive tendency towards using computers as
teaching aids, it supports the teacher role, but doesn’t replace
him.

2- The financial aspect (preparing labs, and teacher training) is the
biggest obstacle that faces the teaching and learning
development.

3- Computers and its programs has a main role in developing the
education structure that consists of a teacher, a student, syllabus a
teaching aid.

4- Computer benefits and capabilities could not be obtained from
using traditional aids, in case of having well equipped labs.



In Light of these Finding, the Study Proposed the Following
Recommendation:
1- Its Important to have an academy that is well equipped at most
modern and scientific level to train teachers of all specializations.
2- Educational managers and supervisors must be well conscious of
the arts importance and its standard’s to try to develop it as much
as possible.
3- Using computers to teach arts, and preparing labs for it is a must
to develop arts education.
