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Abstract



This study is carried out in Shambat Alaradi, Khartoum —
North, Khartoum State. The objectives of the study were to design
and execute residential gardens and the employment of ornamental

plants beside elaborative required recommendation for improvement.

Afield survey was done in order to know the status of gardens
are implanted and ornamental plants are employed in terms of
planning and selection. Other aspects were to examine the services
that gardens provide, their efficiency as well as the problems
encountered bearing mind the spaces were already located within the
residential complexes authorized by the Rehabilitation and Housing

planning Authority.

The researcher reached the following results : Officials are
interested in the existing areas designated for establishing gardens.
Even if gardens were established by local citizens no guarantee that
they receive official care and tactical supervision. The research
recovered is resulted in the absence of official care and lack of
specialized professional channels as well as stric binding legislations
for establishing gardens, in addition to lack of specialized criteria for

garden planning and professional standards of implementation.

The researcher recommends the adoption of plants
acclimatized and adapted to Sudan geographical and climatic and
coudifiour should be accomplished in accordance with the standards

of legislator of Arabs Cities Organization.
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
