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ABSTRACT

This study aims at identifying the importance of sport activities in
improving the academic standard in Khartoum Locality Primary School
Students ( private schools)

The study comes out in five chapters: the first chapter
encompasses the study plan that consists of the introduction, problem
of the study, aims of the study, questions of the study, scope of the
study, and procedures of the study represented in curriculum, sample,
tools as well as the technical terms of the study.

The problem of the study, and the importance of the study, come
in the light of the objectives and scope of the study. The researcher
has used the descriptive method with survey form because it suits the
topic of the study.

The second chapter consists of the literature review, the third
chapter comprises the procedures of the study which contains the
study methodology, community and sample, data collection technique,
and the stages of designing the questionnaire. The questionnaire
consists of (4) axes; they are the methodology axis (13) statements,
sport activity axis (13) statements, the teacher axis (10) statements,
and the educational environment axis (10) statements. These axes
have been given to experts ( appendix 1). Some statements were
modified and some crossed out, then came the second and third
stages and the scientific treatment of the questionnaire, then the
application of the questionnaire on a number of 80 Physical Education
teachers and headmasters at Khartoum locality, and the result was
100%. Finally the statistical treatment of the questionnaire was
performed.

The fourth chapter exposes the data pertaining to the answers of
the subjects of the study to the study questions.

The  fifth chapter exposes the study  conclusions,
recommendations, summary, and references. Some of the most
important conclusions are :

- Physical education curriculum has specific educational
objectives proposed by the planner 5 wysical Education Curriculum.



- Physical Education curriculum is distributed according to
primary stage study classes.

- There are fixed strategies for the curriculums and special
cases are considered.

- There is a curriculum for physical Education prepared by
Curricula Administration.

- Teaching methodologies of the Physical Education
curriculum are specified by the planners of the curriculum.

- There are female teachers of Physical Education at the
schools.

- The Physical Education teacher is trained on the first medical
aid.

- The schools treats the physical education teacher in the
same way as other teacher in terms of the pay.

- The school does not view at the role of the physical
education teacher as only that of entertainment and without any
positive role for the school.

- The Physical Education teacher is not a second- rate teacher.
- There is enough space for the morning exercise.

- There is enough equipment at schools for practicing the
morning exercise.

- There are no gymnasiums for practicing the morning
exercise in the winter season.

- There are no racetracks “*_"'"ools.
