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Abstract

The study was concerned with the importance of the Sudan wild
animal and the role played by the exportation of live animals and their
products to improve the economic status of the country. The methods of
the study adopted the descriptive procedure.

A questionnaire consisting of 22 enquiries was constricted, and 36
forms of the questionnaire were distributed among traders shops working
in wild animal by products trade in Khartoum town (Elsuk Alarabi and
Elsuk Alafrangi), and Omdurman town (Suk Omdurman and Suk Libya).
Also the method included information about exported wild animals and
their products taken from wildlife administration reports for the period
(1995-2010). The central Bank of Sudan and ministry of Foreign Trade
were reluctant to release information about export of wild animals and
/on their by products.

Results of the present study shoed that t age groups (20-30) and
(30-40) formed the greatest ratio of those who were involved in wild
animal trade and industry.

While skins and hides constituted 44.4% of trade items, as the
highest ratio whereas Suk Libya was the most dominant market for wild
animal by products trade. The highest ration product was leather shoes
Markoub” and the highest ratio of synthesized by products were the skins
of pythons and skins of snakes with percentages of 38.9 and 55.6%
respectively. Moreover the results of the study showed that the exported
animals for he period (1995-2006) consisted mainly of Dorcas Gazelle
and Nubian Ibex as 7.3% and 85.7% respectively and wild sheep as
66.7%. the exported wild animal by products also included: the rabbits,
wild geese, wild ducks and other bird species with ratios. The highest
ratio for the contribution of wildlife as 0.13% of the total export and it
was in the year 1997. China was the dominant importer of Sudanese wild
animal by products as 40.4% for the period (1970-1982).
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
