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ABSTRACT

The study aimed to identify the poor application reason of
interior  design principles implementation in different public
buildings in Sudan.

The study based on two sections the theoretical framework
which spoke about the design generally and interior design
particularly, in addition to its principle and standards. The
applied framework included a proposal presentation on of
public building in Sudan which is The National Center for
Child’s Culture.

To achieve the study objective and procedures the study
followed the descriptive analytical method as well as the
experimental method to the applied study. A number of tools
were used in the study including the questionnaire, interview,
observation, in addition to comparison analysis and
photographs.

The study found many result including: the design of public
building in Sudan generally does not follow the scientific
principle of interior design, the main reason for the impairment
of public buildings design currently is due to absence of the
interior  designers when designing implementation and
modification those building.

The study maintained many recommendations and proposals
such as: the need of attention of the public buildings design in
Sudan, and the need of involving the interior designers on the
design process of the buildings, also the researchers progressing
on special recommendation to the researchers, and specialists to
apply research procedures to multiple class of society, specially
these need buildings with specialized criteria like Children
hospitals and Courts building.
