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Abstract

This study entitled “Unanimous Consent of Scholars of the
Principles of Islamic Jurisprudence” aims to investigate consensus
amongst Muslim scholars on a particular issues in Islamic sharia.

Unanimous consent constitutes the third source of Islamic law after
the Holy Qur'an and Sunnah ( the acts of Prophet, Muhamed, Prayer and
Blessing Be Upon Him.

The study focused on the meaning of unanimous consent according
to Islamic scholars, the scholars’ views and the difference between
implicit consent and unanimous consent with some examples of each.

The researcher has adopted inductive-deductive method to analyse
the data collected from different primary and secondary sources as well
as the different views of the scholars.

The study concluded that universally accepted issues can be dealt
with as source and to be followed and this indicates the flexibility of the
Islamic Jurisdiction and its validity for any time and place.

The researcher recommended establishment of supreme

jurisprudence council in each Muslim country to be in charge of

contacting and coordination with its other counterparts on issues related
to unanimously accepted issues.
