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Abstract

The research is about non Zionist religious Jewish group called “Sephardic
Torah Guards”( Shas) to know the aspects of this group and its religious and
political influence in occupied Palestine. This group appeared as a result of religious
conflict among religious people in the Israeli State. The conflict was old before the

establishment of the state.

Shas is regarded as one of the most important religious Jewish trends
recently.
