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Abstract

This study was entitled " Types of Advertisements and their
Economic Values in Arabic Satellite study on channels Elrisala
and (MBC4) - the research Problem was identified in the
question: what types of economic values are contained in the
advertisement in the Two channels? The purpose of this study is
to detect the patterns of economic values in the advertisement in
Arabic satellite channels, whether they include positive or
negative economic values?

To achieve this goal, the researcher adopted both descriptive
methodology and the methodology of content analysis also the
comparative methodology used with several tools and
techniques to gather information for feeding the research, this
includes: the sources, bibliographical references, periodicals and
the from of content analysis.

The researcher chose- for analysis- a sample of the
advertisements that have been broadcaste in these channels form
(1\ March\2012) to (2\ January\2013). Total: (2400)
advertisements.

The researcher reached many findings:

The most important findings were in the field of positive
economic values, the value of competition was ranked as the
first in the channel (MBC4), followed by other positive
economic value such as health value, then the value of rational
consumption rate, and in the last place was the value of
solidarity, in Elrisala channel, the value of solidarity was the
first, followed by the of quality and perfection, then the value of
cooperation, and in the last rank was the value of the national
"local™ product encouragement. In the are of negative economic
values, the channel (MBC4) ranked first in luxurious recreation

as it achieved, followed by phenotypic value of consumption,
and the value of consumption through simulation, and in the
latter the value of non- money spending for spiritual reasons.
Elrisala channel the phenotypic consumption achieved the first
rank and that because the nature of the advertised goods is of
particular phenotypic commodity, as it is gold.

The researcher suggested many recommendations including, the
need for the establishment of a competent Islamic advertisement
institution in every Islamic country, comprising specialists in
media, advertising and various sciences of Islamic law and
jurisprudence of assets and Islamic culture in support of Islamic
values. And to encourage advertisement that contains positive
values, such as that which calls for respect for the value of time,
the value of quality and perfection the value of average
consumption, the value of the national product, and the value of
competition, in order to contribute to advertising as a form of
communication in the development of society.
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
