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Abstract

This study aims to investigate the use of symbols that are used by
contemporary fine artists according to the intellectual styles of their lives;
moreover, it aims to find out the denotations that could be highlighted by
these symbols in the artwork and their own intellectual references. The
study aims to provide a theoretical preface about the diversity of highly
symbolic denotations in the fine art as general and painting art in
particularly for analyzing the content of art work to work out symbolic
denotations, and interpreted and associating them with the other elements
constituting the artistic work and how they are related to the cultural
component as well as the artist's own intellectual vision. The descriptive
approach is used to describe some of the intellectual trends and artistic
styles of symbols, as well as an analytical method for analyzing the
content and artwork elements and symbols and extracting their
denotations by referring these elements and symbols to their origin.

The result of the study concluded that there is diversity of symbols
in the contemporary panting art. This was done according to the artist's
multiple methods as a result of the intellectual references that artists
founded through the continuing efforts of their cultural reality. This
method aimed at highlighting cultural peculiarity. This is evident in the
artist's using symbols of denotations which have taken religious
dimension, cultural and heritage dimensions, Arab and African
dimension, as well as recalling decorative units taken from traditional
arts. The result also showed that the traditional art has a profound impact
upon the experiences of some contemporary artists, through the use of
some of its properties, as cultural factors and the heritage are considered
great indications for the intellectual and artistic vision of the artist beside
of the historical period in which the work was produced.

In conclusion this study, the researcher recommended that there
should be interest in the field of criticism and analysis of the artwork by
studying and analyzing the various techniques of contemporary fine art in
Sudan by scientific studies and the research in the field of arts.
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
