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ABSTRACT

This dissertation is entitled: " Rhythmic. Melodic and Performance

Characteristics of the military music in the United Arab Emirates
Abu Dhabi Police Music Department as Model"

" The objectives of the research are to determine the elements and
components of the UAE's military music, identify its origin and
recognize the pioneers who introduced military music in the UAE,
and highlight its role in preserving the national heritage. The study
followed the descriptive methodology in tracking and examining the
facts and principles of melody tracks through different examples and
analyzing the content of relevant data. The thesis is made of four
parts, Sex Chapters and Twenty one sub-chapters, as follows:

Part One: It includes the general framework of the research, the
introduction, the research problem, the importance and objectives of
the research, hypothesis, research questions, tools, population or data
sample, the boundaries of the research, the time duration and subjects
(focus) of the research, research structure and methodology,
terminologies, and the most relevant literature review.

Part Two: The theoretical framework which includes three chapters
and thirteen sub-chapters.

Chapter One includes the theoretical background of the history of
music in ancient civilizations, Arabic music, music and singing in the
Al-Andalus, and the impact of globalization on the development of

musical culture.



In Chapter Two, the researcher gave an idea about Abu Dhabi Police
Music band, and the musical skills and performance characteristics in
the Police music. He analyzed the impact of Arabian Gulf rhythms on
military music. Also, the chapter covered the inclusion of folk
instruments in military music, as well as a documentation of quality
procedures.

Chapter Three focused on music in the United Arab Emirates, the
pioneers of military music in the UAE, the main instruments used in
police music, as well as the band commander moves for marching the
music band.

Part Three: This is the applied framework of the research. It includes
two chapters and four sub-chapters. The first chapter is an analysis of
local and global military marches and marching songs, while the
second chapter includes an analysis of local and global walts, in
addition to certain foreign music pieces.

Part four is the conclusion of the research, including the research
results, recommendations, and relevant literature. The study reached
important facts concerning the relationship between the melodic
appreciation and the actual practice of orchestration through the
performance of Abu Dhabi Police musicians. The chapter covers the
role of music instruments, music notations, and the use of melody and
rhythmical structures to appreciate the uniqueness of the melodies.

Recommendations: The study recommended that further research is

needed on the subject of military music, which should be at the

forefront of all official protocol events, because it is a major means



for displaying the national pride and prestige of the state. Also, the
study recommended the establishment of music academies to ensure
the continuous development of the techniques and use of
technological means in the areas of music composition, notation,
