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Abstract

The study problem lies in the search for the importance of
development in stopping the conflict and building peace in Darfur.
This study aimed to highlight the correlation between
underdevelopment and conflict in the state, and to emphasize the
importance of development in achieving peace in Darfur after the
conflict. And through a review of the concepts of conflict
prevention and peace building essential as strategies can not be
overcome in dealing with the conflict. And to develop a heuristic
model from which to gradually shift the population of a
comprehensive peace.

The importance of this study is to draw attention to the need to
focus on development, especially on the weak economic level, to
fight poverty, which has been fed by the conflict in Darfur.

The researcher used descriptive and analytical methods of the
survey in the field of social achieve the study, and the case study
method, the historical approach. The resolution was the primary



means of data collection from the research community, which
included most of the localities of north Darfur state. Methods of
statistical analyses as represented in percentage and frequencies,
mean, standard deviation and coefficient of cronbachs alpha, and
test analysis (T) test. Has the analysis and discussion of the
respondents’ answers questions from axes.

Most important findings of the study results is that the weakness of
the integrated development comprehensive sense of economic,
social and cultural is the main reason for the conflict in the state it
not enough alone to stop the conflict. The infrastructure is the
backbone of development, and exploitation of natural resources is
the main engine of development in the state.

The most important thing recommended by the study is the need
for development of infrastructure projects, and focus on the
exploitation of natural resources in the development process. And
not to involve the development process and used in the conflict.
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
