Abstract

The study investigates the accounting disclosure requirements and their extent
implementation in the published financial statements of Sudan's Islamic Banks, the
problem of the study represented in the following questions :(to what extent of
commitment of Sudan's Islamic Banks to implement the accounting disclosure
requirements in its published financial statements and accompanying notes
according to the general disclosure & the presentation standard, what is the impact
of that implementation on the quality of accounting information that included in
the financial statements, and the economic decisions of users of financial
statements?, are there advantages accrue to the Sudan's Islamic Banks and the
Central Bank through the commitment to implement the accounting disclosure
requirements according to this standard?, and are there obstacles to restrict the
implementation according to this standard?).

The study aimed to examine the published financial statements of Sudan's
Islamic Banks to identify the extent of commitment to implement the accounting
disclosure requirements, and highlighting the impact of that implementation on the
quality of accounting information on these statements, and the economic decisions
of users of financial statements. The study derived its significance through the
importance of accounting disclosure in achieving a sound of the financial position
in the Islamic Banks, because banks play an active role in the national economy of
any country, as well as the magnitude of the funds invested by a large sector of the
society.

The study tests five main hypotheses, The first hypothesis represented in: the
Sudan's Islamic Banks is committed to implement the accounting disclosure
requirements in its published financial statements and accompanying notes
according to the general disclosure & the presentation standard, the second,
represented in: the implementation of the accounting disclosure requirements
according to this standard affect the quality of the accounting information in the
published financial statements of Sudan's Islamic Banks, the third, represented in:
Sudan's Islamic Banks commitment to implement the accounting disclosure
requirements help users of financial statements to rationalize their economic
decisions, the fourth, represented in: Sudan's Islamic Banks commitment to
implement the accounting disclosure requirements achieve the advantages to
Islamic Banks and the Central Bank, the last one, represented in: there are
obstacles affect the implementation of accounting disclosure requirements in the
published financial statements of Sudan's Islamic Banks. The study used historical
methodology to view and analyze the previous studies and linked it to the subject
of the study, the deductive approach in the formulation of the hypotheses of the



study through the problem of the study, the inductive and descriptive analytical
approach to test the hypotheses of the study through a field study data.

The spatial boundaries of the study represented in a sample of Sudan's Islamic
Banks, also had been implemented on those whom are concerned with the
accounting field in the Islamic Banks, the certified auditors, and PhD, MSC
holders in Sudanese Universities. The temporal boundaries of the study represented
in the published financial statements of the study sample for the year 2011.

The results showed the inadequacy of general disclosure in the accompanying
notes of published financial statements of Sudan's Islamic Banks, where banks
have not committed to disclose for some important requirements stipulated by the
general disclosure & the presentation standard. On the other hand, there was a high
commitment from Sudan's Islamic Banks for implementing the requirements that
must be disclosed in the basic financial statements. The results also showed that
the Sudan's Islamic Banks commitment to implement the accounting disclosure
requirements according to this standard achieve the quality of accounting
information, leads to easier understand, and increases its confidence and reliability,
the results showed that the commitment of banks to disclose according to this
standard helps users of financial statements to rationalize their economic decisions
that related to Sudan's Islamic Banks.

The study recommended that the Sudan's Islamic Banks should be obliged to
implement all requirements of the general disclosure & the presentation standard,
and impose deterrent sanctions on banks that have not committed to the full
implementation, besides the central bank should follow effective policies to
monitor the implementation of the disclosure requirements, in addition to the
commitment of Sudan's Islamic Banks to issue annual financial reports in time.
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
