The study focused on the role of risks in the relationship between the
factors of granting finance and financial performance of banks (field study on a
sample of Sudanese commercial banks).

The study drawed its importance it from participating increase the
efficiency of commercial banks' performance by adopting the results obtained,
and they indicate the need for the central bank and other commercial banks
adopt the findings of the study. UAB also indicate that banks need to improve
their performance and reduce their risks.

Study the problem lies in the answer to the main question is the following:
Is it affecting risk in the financial performance efficiency of commercial banks
Sudanese.

In light of the problem of the study and its objectives were formulated the
following hypotheses, which have been tested and draw conclusions and
recommendations.
