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Abstract

This study aims at knowing the trends of exposure to the national
media in the revolution of communication and information with
application upon the Sudanese Radio. The problem of the study is
represented and projected in the salient major question which is: to
what extent does that the communication and information revolution
affect the Sudanese Radio. The significance of the study resides in
the importance of the trends and their effects on the process of the
exposure in the presence of this wide world information revolution.
The study targets at knowing to what extent is the audience
interested in the Sudanese Radio despite the fact of the
communication and information revolution. It also aims at
identifying to what extent the Radio develops and how does it cope
with the new technologies. The methodology adopted in this study is
historical methodology which helps shedding lights on previous
studies and consulting related scientific books and references. The
study adopts also the field survey methodology which is represented
In using a questionnaire and collecting data from case study. The
study uses SPSS to analyze data. The study arrived at many results
and findings most important ones are that the revolution of
communication and information widely affected the quality of Radio
and increased the rate of the audience exposure to the Radio, that
because the revolution introduced new media such as Mobile Radio,
car Radio and online Radio. The study resulted also in that the
Sudanese Radio is still keeping its audience despite the
communication and information revolutions, and it (the Radio) was
not negatively affected by these revolutions. The reason behind that
the Sudanese Radio occupied favored position in the heart of the
individual audience. The study is concluded with recommendations.
Among the most important ones is the necessity of transmitting
using analogue or digital systems, whereas, most of studios of the
Radio work with digital system which simplifies many broadcasting
processes as well as its effects on broadcasting voice quality which
Is free of noise and overlaps. The study also recommends that paying
attention to the audience-oriented researches and giving them the
opportunity and using them in planning and programming and
making use of the studies carried in communication colleges which
discussed the Radio problems and make use of them in finding
solutions for these problems.
