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Abstract

The research dealt with the regional radio drama production of video and audio in
Sudan.

The researcher discussed the history of radio and television drama, drama
production, and the beginning of human efforts to discover radio and television.
Then the researcher explained the meaning of regionalism, its geographical
boundaries and the emergence of regional radio and the impact of satellites on
regional radio.

The study also considered FM waves and their impact on regional radio stations
and the impact of satellite TV on local television.

By tracking the march of drama production in regional radio, the researcher found
that, there are many obstacles that hinder drama production. This is based on the
premise that the drama; whether by radio or TV, can play an important role in
raising the awareness of citizens, and addressing the social and economic
problems, but there are a number of obstacles that hinder drama production.
Through field survey and questionnaire in the radio and television stations in
Kassala , Medni , Atbara , Kosti and El obied ,hypothesis of the researcher on
the obstacles that stand in the way of the production of radio and television, were
confirmed.

Regional drama id hindered by:
1 - Lack of understanding, on the social importance of regional radio drama

2 — weakness of infrastructure assigned to the drama, such as cameras, studios and
equipments.

3 - Lack of qualified human resources capable of producing drama
the researcher concluded with the following recommendations:

1 — The need for state interest in regional radio drama production.

2 - To provide material and human resources for the production of the drama in the
regional radio and television

3 - attention to training and qualification of staff in regional radio drama.
4 - Exchange of radio drama between the states.

5 - To encourage joint action in the field of drama production between regional
broadcasters.
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
