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Abstract

In Chapter One, titled 'Industry in the Sudan’, the study traces the
development of the processing industry by listing economic and
social programs and plans starting with the first economic program
in 1946, and up to the Quadruple Program of Economic Salvation
(1989-1992). It tackles the policies and measures taken to effect an
industrial development at the time, and the outcome and impact of
such policies on the industrial sector. It also deals with the industrial
investment in such economic plans and policies, and discusses the
impact of industry on the Sudanese economy through two major
economic indicators:

The contribution of the industrial sector to the gross domestic
product (GDP), and thus the contribution of the processing
industry (being a component of the industrial sector) to the
GDP.

The development and growth of industrial exports and their
ratio to total exports.

In its five sections, Chapter Two,' Investment in the Processing
Industry Sector', deals with capital accumulation in the sector,
installed and operating capacity and the operating and non-
operative installations in the sector, in light of the primary findings of
the Comprehensive Industrial Survey of 2002. It also tackles the
obstacles in face of industry in the Sudan and the policy of
privatization as one of the means adopted by the National
Comprehensive Strategy to address the structural deficiencies of
industry in the country. The chapter also discusses the National
Comprehensive Strategy as an economic and social plan and its
policies aiming at reforming the industrial sector by focusing on the
following points:

The strategy of industrial development in the National
Comprehensive Strategy.

The development of investment climate.

The targeted industrial investments of the Strategy's

three stage-programs, compared to the investment that



was actually implemented; as well as the development of
industrial production in the first and second programs of
the National Comprehensive Strategy.

Chapter Three, 'Industrial Finance', deals, in its three sections,
with industrial financing, in both its banking and otherwise segments;
and to what extent it met the actual needs of the industrial sector,
including:

The problems of the banking system in the Sudan and the

reform policies followed by the Bank of Sudan to address

such problems.

Cost of finance and its effects on the competitiveness of
industrial products.

Bad loans in the industrial sector.

The untapped finance capacities with Sudanese banks.

The study concludes that industry in the country suffered from
several, accumulated troubles whose final outcome spells shallow
industrial operations and poor value-added aspect of industrial
products and thus the insignificant contribution of the industrial
sector to the GNP.

The study also concludes that finance continues to form 'in most

occasions, a major obstacle in the face of realizing industrial
objectives and effecting the desired industrial development.’

The study recommends
strengthening manufacturing and,
hence, Increasing the value-added
aspect of industrial products; In
addition to the need to provide
finance that suits the actual needs of
the sector. It also recommends that
the findings of the comprehensive



Industrial survey are to be used In
order to build an Informatics
database to rectify the present
structural  deficiencies In the
Industrial sector and to establish
future industrial projects.
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
