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Abstract

The Effect of using computer in teaching the Arabic Language
curriculum for the seventh Grade Students on their Acquisitions and
Trends Towards Computer
(A study Case of The Coeducation Schools Amman)

This research aims to study the effect of using computer in teaching
Arabic language curriculum for the seventh grade students on their
acquisition and attitudes toward computer, the research community consist
of the primary seventh grade at private coeducation schools, which belong to
the Education Directorate for the private education in the academic year
(2004 — 2005), (493) students. The research sample contains (72) students
divided into two groups: an experimental group (Amman Academy
Schools), 36 students who were taught the Arabic language curriculum in
the second semester by computer and a controlling group (The Modern
Schools) 36 students, who were taught the Arabic language curriculum in
the second semester by using the traditional method.

The researcher used the experiment me Thud « to examine the previous
hypotheses, the researcher conducted an anti and post acquisition test, and
applied the questionnaire on the research sample to measure the anti and
post trends, and he investigated the truth and stability factor according to the
approved bases. To conduct data analyses, the researcher used the common

variances (ANCOVA), which showed the following consequences:
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1 The existence of statistical differences at the indication level
(@=0.05) 5t the acquisition of the primary seventh grade
students in the Arabic language curriculum due to the teaching
method. In favor of the experimental group.

2 There is no statistical difference at the indication level
(@ =0.05) 5t the acquisition of the primary seventh grade
students in the Arabic language curriculum due to the sex
variable.

3 There is no statistical difference at the indication level
(@=0.05) 5t the acquisition of the primary seventh grade
students in the Arabic language curriculum due to the
interaction between sex and teaching method.

4 There are a statistical differences at the indication level
(@=0.05) 5t the trends of the primary 7" grade students towards
the computer due to the teaching method and in favor of the
experimental group.

5 There is no statistical difference at the indication level
(@=0.05) of the trends of the primary seventh grade students
towards the computer due to the sex.

6 There is no statistical difference at the indication level
(@=0.05) of the trends of the primary seventh grade students
towards the computer due to the interaction between sex and
teaching method.

In light of the research results, the researcher has presented a number

Of relative recommendations:
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- The necessity for teaching all the educational stages of various subjects
even high education by using computer.

- The necessity for involving parents, teachers and the administrative
staff to be integral cycle that goes around the student who is the axle of
the educational process, in order to enhance the positive trends towards
computer and to increase the educational acquisition.

- Conducting further studies and researches concerning the relationship
between acquisition in both sides (high and low), and (the positive and
negative) trends.

- Conducting further studies and researches concerning trends education
outputs by using computer (educational programs saved on different
types of discs), trends and educational outputs by using computer

(through Internet or electronic connecting net by light Fibers).
