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Abstract:

This Study explores the impact of the multi-layered relations between the different
international and regional Actors on the internal and external policies of sovereign
States, and how that would influence decision makers to properly seek their States’
interest. This should help how better understanding of these global political dynamics
would assist in avoiding disputes and help resolve conflicts.
The Study assumes disagreements arise when the interests of different Actors within
the International Community were not properly met. Therefore it demonstrates that
individual State defies the collective will of the international community at its peril as
the system poses universal agreed norms and implementation mechanisms are
generally adequate to obligate and if necessary enforce adherence.
The Study discusses the stages and definition of the International Relations
concepts, the units and concepts of the International Order as well as the concept of
power in the international relations, it also explains terms of international war and
conflict, stages of Peace, structures of culture of peace, in addition to means and
tools of peaceful conflict resolution and settlement and illustrates the legitimacy and
implications of International Interventions on sovereign States such as humanitarian
intervention, interventions to fight against terrorism, as well as domestic and foreign
policies of countries. Within this context the study traced out, how the conflict in
Darfur developed into crisis, and why wouldn’t properly de-escalated, the root
causes of it including political factors and ethnic dimensions, as well as positive and
Jor negative role of different Actors.
It also provides presentation and analysis of some samples of International
Humanitarian Interventions and Interventions to fight against terror on States’
internal policies “Kosovo, Afghanistan, Somalia, Iraq and Libya' .
The data collected from the field was analyzed by using descriptive, historical and
case study methods,
The Study concludes with main findings that:
i. Resources are key power element of sovereign States,
ii. Better management of the resources as important as owning them,
ii.  States are members of International Actors/Community therefore they should
behave accordingly,
iv.  The sovereignty of States is limited and not completely absolute;
v. Foreign policies are meant to address the interests of States therefore it
should start where/when domestic policy ends.
To avoid unnecessary misunderstanding to the guiding principles of the international
system, the Study presents the following major recommendations:
i.  Observation of binding international treaties, laws, rules and regulations,
ii.  consistency of policies and decisions,
iii. Maintaining of good standards of relations using experienced and skilled
diplomacy that foresees its State interest and observe others.
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
