of conflict resolution may not only through the law, beside 100% of respondents
stressed the need to support traditional mechanism to resolve and prevent
conflicts.

According to those results, research recommended that it is important to support
the traditional mechanisms for conflict prevention, development the reconciliation
of novel mechanisms, administrative unification of the region, raising the political
interference in the affairs of Darfur, and reconstruction of the relationship between
pastoralists and farmers.
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
