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The study examined the determinants of the economic growth by 

the econometrics study in Sudan during 1985-2010.  The study 

aimed to find out how far direct and indirect determinants of 

economic growth affect the economic growth in Sudan. It was 

also to identify the most significant obstacles that disrupt the 

economic growth in the developing countries generally and 

Sudan particularly. Further, the study highlighted the 

development of the determinants of economic growth by 

examining the theories and strategies of the economic growth. 

The hypotheses assumed that there is a progressive relationship 

between labor force and the economic growth as well as between 

the economic growth and technology and there is a regressive 

relationship between the immigration and economic growth. 

There is also a progressive relationship between the population 

size and economic growth. 

By applying the econometrics method, it is found that there is a 

statistical significant progressive relationship between labor force 

and economic growth which is measured by the GDP, and there 

is statistical significant progressive relationship between 

economic growth and technology which is measured by foreign 

direct investment (FDI). There is statistical significant regressive 

relationship between the international immigration and economic 

growth and also statistical regressive relationship between the 

population size and economic growth. 

The study recommended that it is necessary to achieve 

continuous higher growth rates and increase savings rates as 

well as local investment. It is also recommended that the 

institutional reform and technology based in Sudan should be 

adopted and to improve the standard of living by increasing 

wages and salaries so as to reduce the external immigration level.         
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
