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ABSTRACT
During his teaching career, the researcher has witnessed a
drastic decline in the standard of writing clearly and accurately
among the primary school pupils. In order to find out the
reasons behind this deterioration, the researcher has put forward
these two questions:




1. To what extent can the improvement in Arabic
calligraphy help the primary school pupils in learning?

2. Would there be any change in the pupils' style after a
period of training in improving their handwriting skills?

The objectives of the research:-

e To what extent will the primary school benefit
from a programme in improving their reading
and knowledge.

e To generate new methods to improve the Arabic
calligraphy, and to make pupils familiar with it.

e To initiate a science — based programmes for the
improvement of Arabic calligraphy.

e To reconsider the use of the old methods that
once used to improve the Arabic calligraphy,
such as: the boards, the note books, models, and
ink pens.

e To raise pupils' awareness about improving their
handwriting skills in Arabic calligraphy.

The hypothesis of the research:-
e Some improvement can be clearly seen after the
implementation programme in Arabic calligraphy.
e This improvement will yield automatically, in an
improvement in the pupils reading and the
acquisition of knowledge.

Conclusion:

e There are significant statistical differences after the
implementation of the programme among the
primary school pupils in their hand writing skills in
Arabic calligraphy.

e Pupils' achievement has improved by scoring higher
marks after having thorough training in improving
their handwriting in Arabic calligraphy.

Recommendations and Suggestions:-




e The researcher suggests reconsiding the use of the
old methods such as: the blackboard, the note —
books, models and ink — pen, to improve the Arabic

calligraphy.

e His suggestion includes the teaching of Arabic
calligraphy in the syllabus of the Arabic language in
the primary schools, this must go hand in hand with
the other elements and skills of the language.
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
