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Abstract:

This study explores the contribution of boarders’ trade on the social and
economic development in Sudan. To attain this goal, Darfur States were
selected as case study. The importance of the study emanates from the
economic and social role of boarder’s trade and its impacts on Darfur States
development. The study suggested a number of hypotheses including, the
existence of statistical relation between borders’ trade and the
socioeconomic development in Darfur States, application of laws and
legislations’ and regulating boarders’ trade to limit smuggling across the
borders to and from the neighboring countries.

Based on the study nature the researcher used questionnaires as means of
data collection from random sample of 200 individuals from the study
community. That included economists, administrators, financial inspectors,
business unions, academicians and researchers.168 questionnaires suitable
for analysis were returned with response of (84%). Analysis was
accomplished using statistical package. Descriptive analytical method was
appropriate for the nature of the study. The leverage of Darfur States is great
regarding the neighboring countries, but the contribution of boarded trade to
development was considered low in providing social and economic services

to the area people that uncovered the study problem. By testing the

hypotheses, it is revealed that border trade contributes %81 to support the

public treasury from the tax and custom earnings, resulted from the

complicated custom procedures in the border areas. That increases the

incidences of smuggling across the border by %81.4.The display of

secondary commodities in the border markets result in decreased custom



earnings and decreased exports by %81.5 implementation of laws and

regulations organizing the trade across borders minimizes chances of

smuggling by %82.1and provide commodities through right channels,

making use of the available abilities in the border trades help in economic
and social collaboration and improvement of economic and political
relations between Darfur and the neighboring countries by %80.40+. The
study recommended the importance of allowing border trade and opening
commercial channels to allow commodities movements, simplification of
procedures at borders exit points to minimize smuggling operations,
issuance of laws and legislations suitable to border trade operations to
increase exports, import of necessary commodities in place of secondary
one, and improvement of economic and political relations between Darfur
and the neighboring countries to attain economic collaboration and security

stability in the region.
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
