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Abstract

This study aims at investigating the experts general attitudes
trait towards foreign organizations security threatens and the
correlation coefficient between attitudes towards foreign
organization security threatens and the number of experience
years . It also tries to search the statistical differences in
attitudes towards foreign organization security threatens
according to the following variables, level of education and job.

The researchers applied the co relational descriptive method
in carrying out this study. Simple random sampling applied in
selecting a sample of (64) male and female experts. The tools of
data collection consist of the: psychological attitudes scale
towards foreign organization security threatens. The data
manipulated by the computer applying the statistical package for
Social Sciences (SPSS) using: Pearson Correlation Coefficient,
sign- test, Means and Standard Deviation.

The most important results of the study are:. There is a
statistical positive attitude towards the important roles of
foreign organizations in the societies and also towards foreign
organizations security threatens.

there is no statistical correlation coefficient between attitudes
towards foreign organizations security threatens and the number
of experience years.. There is no statistically significant
difference in  psychological attitude towards foreign
organizations security threatens among experts according to
type of level of education and job.

Some recommendations suggested to start in applying the
president decision to nationalizing the voluntary work, and to
support the national organizations to play their role in the
society, to support the national corporations by tools in the
humanitarian field to monitoring the foreign organizations then
suggestions for further studies, references and appendices are
cited at the end of this thesis.
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
