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Abstract
This reseach i1s concerned with the effect of behavioral
intraction between the teachers and the pupils during class over
achademic achievement . thus intraction is supposed to have a
great impact on education , in that the academical achievement
of the pupils tend to decrease in his relation to his teaching is
negative .Also this research enlights the effect of using reward
and punishment on the pupils’ achievements .
The importance of this research comes from its emphasis
on the pupil — teacher relationship which enhance the pupils
achievement in mathematics , it also tries to specify the ideal
relation of the teacher towards his pupil . Added to that this
research could be considered a reference for the students of the
subject .
The reason why I close this title is that it appeared as a
limitation in the studies conducted to show the factors behind the
decrease of the achademic achievement in maths.
This study is based on four hypothesis :
1- there 1s as tatistically significant relation between
the democratic type of teachers and the increased
level of achademic achievement .

2- there i1s a statistically siginfcant relation between
the autheritarian teacher type and the decreased
achademic achievement .

3- there is a statistically significant relation between
using rewards and the increased achdemical level
in maths .

4- there i1s a statistically significant relation between

using punishment and the increased achievement
level in adeamoratic conduct .
the discriptive method is used for this study which depend
on the study of the present situation of the phenomina. and an the

statisticat analysis of the average and the standard deviation and
the T test .




the tools used in clude questionnaire to slow the attitudes of
teachers a punishment and reword during closs .the other
tool is a practical study for 35 pupils to slow the effect of

using the two behavioral types on the achadenic
achievement.

the findings of this study are :

I- The demoratic type of teachers are more capable of
increasing achademic acheivement .

2- Puinshment and reward have great importance in
increasing achademic acheivement if it they are used
properly .

3- The teachers do not defferentiate between autheritarian
and democratic.type of behaving with pupils .

4- Using a system of discussion in intereating with pupils
increase their achademic acheivement .
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
