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The aim of this research is to study the problem of family 
breaking , its types , causes and effects on the academic standards of 
children of affected families. 

On the theoretical side the research handles an analytical 
study of broken families in contrast to the role of sound families in 
the brtngmg - up of children to be active members of the society . 

On the practical side the research contains case studies 
concerning some children of such families whose academic standards 
are affected by the problem. 

The ultimate objective of th! research is to provide advice to 
sound families as well as to members of affected families so that they 
may overcome various difficulties. The importance of the role of the 
school in tackling the problems, is included. 

The descriptive - analytic method is adopted and it is applied 
to a sample of school children chosen randomly in Khartoum North 
municipality (Kii. N.Town). A .questionaire distributed to teachers 
has been the source of information on the standard of affected school 
children. Some families were also questioned for the same purpose. 

On analysis of the data (frequencies and percentage ) the 
following results arc shown :- 
* The existence of a variety of cases of family breakage in the society 
of municipality , first of which is divorce , the death of parents , 
unharmooy, multi - marriages, absence of parents abroad for work 
and separation of parents for other reasons. 
* Cause of the cases are different mainly , economical , social or 
cultural. 
* The existence of clear Negative affects on the academic standard of 
children bas been witnessed by teachers and family members. 
* Clear unawareness of families ( and society ) about the importance 
of the role of the family on their children's standard has been noted. 
They tend to neglect communication with schools sometimes • even 

when invited to do so . 
The following recommendations are suggested: - 
I Families should be protected from breaking down by adapting 
practical measures. 
I Special care must be given in schools to children of affected families 
in order to overcome their difficulties.
