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Abstract



This study addresses, in five chapters, the problem of low quality advertising
photography in Sudan and its impact on the efficiency of promoting Sudanese
products when compared to international state of the art standers.

While Chapter (1) introduces the subject, definitions, concepts, hypotheses,
followed research method chapter (2) is completely dedicated to previous
studies where relevant data is cited.

Besides, Chapter (3) is devoted to provide information about advertising, its
classification, levels of creativity, both technically and subjectively
concentrating on visual advertising, advertising  photography, high lighting its
local and international state of the art.

In addition the study tackles in detail the problem of advertising photography in
Sudan particularly its history and problems.

Chapter (4) sets procedures followed to prove or disprove hypotheses, targeted
population, questionnaires, and selection of local and international samples of
advertising photography for comparison.

The results obtained are subjected to scientific analysis, hypotheses are proved
when tested against findings, conclusion and recommendation all are included in
Chapter (5).
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
