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Abstract

This Research aimed at identifying the status
of technical and technological education in
Sudan and the problems it faces and its
solutions. The researcher has used the
descriptive method. Three hundred and fifty
teachers and 400 graduates. A random sample
which in dudes (100) teachers and (100)
graduates of technical and technological
education has been taken. Form the population
to the data the researchers used percentage.
Population . the researcher form collected
through a queshonnaire prepared and
standardized for the researcher .Data was
processed through descriptive and non
parametric statistics (X2). The most important
results include :

1- The objective of technical and technological
education in the Sudan is clear but there are a
problems in their application.

2- The salaries for those who are working in
technical and technological education are not
enough and it can not satisfy their needs.
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3- The number of those working in technical and
technological education are not enough.

4- The researcher used the descriptive approach
because it is suitable for this kind of studies.

5- The loans and donations were not exploited to
develop technical and technological education

6- The buildings of technical and technological
education are ancient and not motivated to
work.

7- The machines and tools in the workshops are
old and not suitable to the work field .

s- New tools and machines are not provided
which makes a big gap between which the
student studies in the technical and
technological education and which he may
find at field work.

The researcher recommended the following:

1. Appling technical education and technological
objectives on the ground.

2. Increasing media work for the definition of
community education and technical and
technological importance in the development of
societies .
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3. cope with regional and global developments in
the field of technical and technological
education.

4. Involving participating of the label market in
setting the curricula of the technical and
technological education.
