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Abstract

The study examined the economic impact of waste recycling in Khartoum
state during the period (2010-2014) to calculate the amount of money
spent on waste disposal, in order to reduce these amounts through waste
recycling. Moreover, to identify the impact of it on government spending
and its contribution in the reduction of the unemployment rates.

To achieve the objectives of the study data from the state of Khartoum
had been collected, besides using the statistical econometric method
depending on the ordinary least square technique (OLS) in estimating a
simple linear regression model using (E-Views) program. The study
hypotheses include the existence a positive relationship between the
independent variable (Waste Volume) and dependent variable (Disposal
costs); as well as the existence of an inverse relationship between the
independent variable (waste recycling projects) and the dependent
variable (Unemployment Rates).
The study results indicated the existence of a positive relationship
between the independent variable (Waste Volume) and the dependent
variable (Disposal costs), in addition, the ratio obtained proves that
recycling creates new jobs; and thus contributes in reducing
unemployment rates.
The study calls for individuals to conduct sort operations and separation
of waste from the source, as it will reduce the disposal costs and helps to
develop recycling technology. Furthermore, improving working
conditions for these who are working in waste collection, especially in the
landfill, as well as developing of treatment through adding crushing and

pelletizing tools to add value to recyclable materials.
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
